Listen to Learn
Matthew 28:16-20; Luke 24:36-53; Acts 1:1-9

Collect
Bible, Bible Story 47 pictures from God’s Story for
Me Poster Pack #2, Preschool Music #2 DVD or CD
and player, blanket, jingle bells of various sizes 
and kinds, small shakers.

Greet Each Other
Guide two children to form a door by standing
and facing each other with hands raised above
their heads and fingers locked. Children form a
line in front of the door. Lead children in saying
the following words as children step through the
door: Who’s stepping through the door? I see my friends Aiden and Mason! Continue,
naming each child. (Optional: After a few children have stepped through the door, choose two
other children to form the door.) We’re going to hear about some good news we can tell 
our friends!

Tell the Story
Open your Bible to Luke 24. Tell the story using the pictured motions (keywords in bold) or show Bible
Story 47 pictures.

What do you see when you look up into the sky? Listen to today’s story to hear what Jesus’
friends saw in the sky.

“It’s true! It’s really true!” Jesus’ friends said to each other. “We saw Jesus. He is not dead anymore! He
is ALIVE!” These friends were VERY excited and VERY happy! 

Suddenly, while they were talking, Jesus was in the room with them—just like that!
His friends were SO surprised that they did not know what to say!

“Don’t be afraid,” said Jesus. “It’s Me.” His friends must have smiled. They weren’t
frightened anymore. Jesus was with them again! 

Jesus was with His friends for many more days. He taught His friends things God
wanted them to know. Jesus’ friends were SO happy that Jesus was with them
again. They knew Jesus loved and cared for them.

But soon it was time for Jesus to go back to heaven. One day, Jesus and His friends
walked out into the country. He said to them, “I want you to go and tell everyone
about Me. And remember: I will be with you always!” Jesus wanted His friends to
know that He would always care for them.

Then Jesus began to go up, up, up from the ground. His friends watched Jesus rise
up into the sky! Soon a cloud covered Jesus and His friends couldn’t see Him any-
more. But Jesus’ friends weren’t sad. They were happy because they knew Jesus was
alive, even though they couldn’t SEE Him. And they knew Jesus had promised to al-
ways care for them.

The friends walked back to Jerusalem. They went into the Temple. They sang praises
to God! They prayed and talked about God! They worshiped God and were happy
because they knew Jesus was alive.
